LMHA Rep Tryout Goaltenders and Parents 

My name is Peter Dalgleish; I am the new LMHA Goalie Coordinator for the 2010/2011 season 

At this time before the Tryouts start, I would like to let you know that there have been many changes to the Goaltender Rep process. These changes are in the LMHA 2010/2011 Handbook that will be out in the next few days. I encourage you all to read it over to fully understand the new process.
We feel the changes that have been made to the Rep process are for the better and now give every goalie the opportunity to compete fairly for a Rep team in LMHA. 

In addition to the changes which are in the handbook, other changes have been made to improve the Goalie Rep process and they are as follows.

The Evaluation sheets have been improved and clarified; we now have 2 evaluation sheets, 1 for the Skills Night and 1 for the Scrimmage Games. To go along with the 2 new sheets is an Evaluation Criteria sheet which defines what LMHA is looking for during the Rep Tryouts. Again this was done to make it fair for all Goalies going through the Rep Tryouts.

This season LMHA has moved away from paying for Goaltender evaluations. This was not done without debate. However in the end it was felt that there are many qualified people in our community that are willing to volunteer their time to evaluate the goaltenders during the Rep tryouts and achieve the same results. Every evaluator that has been chosen will give all Goalies qualified and fair evaluations throughout the process. 
The Goalie skill sessions will consist of skating drills, movement drills, and shooting drills. All the drills are for all styles of goaltending making it fair for every goalie. Each drill will show what level the goalies skill and ability are at giving them a true honest evaluation.

The one change to the Goalie Skills night is we are now using Shooters from the same division in which the goalie is trying out for. The Shooters shall be 2nd year players that played Rep for LMHA in the previous season and at no time are the shooters being evaluated, their only purpose is to assist in the drills .This is a Goalie Skills evaluation and using a player in the same peer group that wants to score will show the goalies true skill and ability, rather than having a shooter putting pucks to where the goalie knows they are going every time. These are the types of players that the goalies would be playing against should they make a LMHA Rep team. 

During the Players Rep Tryout process they will also be asked to complete a Players Skills session. Goalies will be needed for the sessions to assist in the evaluation of the players. Goalies that have signed up for Rep Tryouts in these Pools will be offered the opportunity to attend the Players Skills sessions, However goalies taking part in the Players Skills are NOT going to be evaluated at any time during these sessions. The next phase of evaluation for the Goalies will be the Scrimmage games as this is where the game play evaluations will be done.
I know that the changes made for this season have been done in the best interest of all the Goalies going through the Rep process. All LMHA wants is to ensure a fair and honest process for every goaltender no matter what kind of style they have or where they have played in the past. I feel that this has been accomplished this season and look forward to the start of the Rep Tryouts.
