Langley Cup Information 2010
1. Schedules for each division (Atom, Peewee, Bantam, and Midget) will be posted on our LMHA website by the middle of Feb/10.

2. Tournament Format Schedules (Posters) will be put up at the Sportsplex on March 10th in the evening in preparation for the start of the tourney on March 11th.  

3. Since this is a Guaranteed 2 Game Tournament, please check the Tournament Poster Schedules at the rink or the LMHA website to see who is carrying on in the tournament. The posters/schedules/website will be updated as the games are completed. 

4.  The first place team in each Division (Atom, Peewee, Bantam, and Midget) will be getting 1st place Medals & Langley Cup Champions Baseball Hats.  The second place team in each Division (Atom, Peewee, Bantam, and Midget) will be getting 2nd place Medals.

5. Every team from Atom, Peewee, Bantam, and Midget will have a team representative.  It’s this person’s responsibility to make sure that you have assigned someone from your team to either do the Scorekeeping or the Time clock.  This person must also make sure if they’re the Home team to pick-up the Referee money from the Division representative before the game.  They also need to make sure if they’re the Home team to drop off the 2 League Manager copies to Char’s house in the mailbox to the right of the front door.
6. Coaches & Managers:   

Please Note: one volunteer from each team will be required (no exceptions!) 

Home Teams for each game are responsible for providing a volunteer "Timekeeper"
Away Teams for each game are responsible for providing a volunteer "Scorekeeper" 

Langley Cup Tournament Game Rules 2010
1. Home team is responsible to provide Game sheet, please give to the Visitor team at least 15 minutes before Game time so they can fill in their roster.  
2.  Coaches or Managers will be required to record the name of your "Volunteer Timekeeper & Scorekeeper” on the score sheet. 

3. The referee money will be in a sealed envelope with the designated representative in your Division.  It’s the Home team’s responsibility to make arrangements with the designated representative in your division to pick up the referee money before your game.
4. The Home team of each game is responsible for ensuring that the refs receive their money at the end of each game. 

5. After your game, it is the responsibility of the Home team to give the appropriate copies of the game sheet to the two teams and then drop the 2 League Manager copies off at 21047-92 Ave (Char’s house) Char will collect all the Game sheets and mail them into Pacific Coast. 

6.  It’s the Home teams responsibility to enter the game sheet into Teamlink.
7. Teams are responsible for maintaining their dressing rooms. Coaches are responsible for ensuring that their teams leave their dressing room clean. ABSOLUTELY NO hockey tape left on floor, garbage, broken sticks, etc. Remind your players.

8. No Unsportsmanlike conduct on the Tournament Officials will be tolerated. Parents and/or Team Officials who are found to be yelling at the referees during or after a game will be asked to leave the rink immediately. This will be strictly enforced and there is a zero tolerance policy for this behavior. Telling the ref that he made a bad call, or simply calling the game "for” the ref is unacceptable. Please ensure your parents spend their time cheering for their kids and not complaining about calls missed, or what they deem incorrect or inappropriate at the time. Coaches I suggest that you send an email or speak to your team and parents as a reminder about this policy prior to the tournament. If you hear any parents getting out of hand, it is your responsibility to control them. 

9. Length of Periods:

• 1st period is to be 15:00 minutes long

• 2nd period is to be 15:00 minutes long 

• 3rd period will be 1/2 the time remaining, but no period will be less than 8 minutes long. 

10.  The last games of each day at each rink have extra time to take into allowance if any of the games during the day need to run into OT, if they do, the games may run late, therefore the extra time at the end of the day is there, all games must have a winner - Games which are on time will be played with 1.25 hrs. to keep things fair to all.

11. Overtime will consist of a 5 Minute Sudden Death 4 on 4 period.  If still tied, 3 man shootout; if still tied, sudden death shootout with new shooters and no repeats.     
The following are PCAHA Rules which apply to the Langley Cup Tournament. 

12. All tournaments/jamborees held under the jurisdiction of the PCAHA shall operate under PCAHA rules and regulations.
12(a) In all tournaments or jamborees, teams must consist only of those players who are included on the team roster filed with the PCAHA Executive Director (except as specifically permitted under the Affiliate Player and Goaltender Exemption rules).
12(b) The tournament/jamboree director shall be entitled to verify all rosters with the PCAHA Executive Director prior to the commencement of the tournament/jamboree.

12(c) Any team or Association using players in a sanctioned tournament or jamboree who are not on the team’s roster (except as specifically permitted under the Affiliate Player and Goaltender Exemption rules) shall be liable to disciplinary action by the PCAHA.

13. "C" Hockey - "C" teams may draw Affiliate Players from "C" teams in lower division(s) within the same Association, subject to the following restrictions:

13(a) The Affiliate Player rule shall only be applied in situations in which a team (i) has 12 or fewer skaters for a particular game or (ii) has no goaltender available for a particular game. No player may play as an Affiliate Player unless permission has first been obtained from the League Manager.
13(b) When the Affiliate Player rule is utilized, a team can only apply for permission to draw Affiliate Players to a maximum of 13 skaters and 1 goaltender.
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
