Open Letter to all Juvenile aged players 1990 / 1991 / 1992

 

              This coming season 2010 - 2011 LMHA is looking at expanding the Juvenile Hockey program to consist of two or possible three teams depending on the amount of interest. In past years Langley has had only one Juvenile A team which has routinely competed in tier one of the Juvenile division. Juvenile like midget has multiple tiers of competition and some associations such as Surrey Minor field 3 Juvenile teams competing from tier one to tier four. Juvenile hockey is described as a high caliber hockey with less commitment than Jr B Hockey requires with the players being of junior age 18 to 20 years old. Langley's Juvenile A team has a long tradition of being very competitive and this season the team made it to the provincials.

     Juvenile hockey consists of one home game and one away game per week and teams practice only once a week with the majority of ice times late in the evening allowing players of the Juvenile age to work and or go to school. 

     For LMHA to expand our Juvenile program we need to get some early feedback of players who would be possibly interested in playing Juvenile hockey next year, as LMHA will need to look for extra ice time, coaches, etc to make this possible.

      As in past years there will be tryouts to make the Juvenile A team and or A2 / A3 teams depending on the amount of players interested. Tryouts would start after Tuesday September 6th , dates and times to be determined. The tryout process will be a combination of evaluations, scrimmages based on skills, skating, etc in a much less formal process than that of Midget Rep hockey with input from qualified evaluators and the ratified coaches that will be in place before the tryouts begin.

       LMHA is asking that all players interested in trying out for the Juvenile teams next season forward a deposit of $ 100.00 by going on line and registering by checking the Rep Tryout box for Juvenile by August 1st 2010. This deposit is fully refundable should you decide not to tryout or succeed in being placed on one of the juvenile teams. Should you make one of the teams the $ 100.00 deposit will be applied to your league registration fees.

        Langley has developed a long line of competitive players going on to play junior hockey, but not all players choose to take this route, its time to expand the Juvenile program and keep our young adults active in the sport that they so love.
