2010 Rep Tryout Process (Aug 27 – Sep 13th, 2010)  

Goaltender Skills Evaluations

· Atom, Peewee, and Bantam goaltender skills sessions will be held on August 27th.

· Midget goaltender skills will be held on September 3rd.

· Evaluations will be performed by qualified, independent evaluators in conjunction with ratified A1 coaches and pending A2/A3 coaches for their respective teams.

· Approximately 11 goaltenders will advance from the skills evaluations to the scrimmage component of the evaluations.

· 8 Goaltenders will advance to the A pool.

· 3 Goaltenders will advance to the B pool.

· All remaining goaltenders will be place in the C division.

Atom, Peewee, and Bantam Tryouts

A1 Pool, Round 1 (Aug 28-29)

· A1 head coaches will all be ratified before the process begins

· Evaluations will be done by the A1 coach and 3 independent evaluators

· All skaters will be guaranteed 4 ice times

· There will be two ice times for each player on Saturday, and two on Sunday 

· The first ice time on each day will be skills and drills designed by Craig Sherbaty

· The second ice time on each day will be a scrimmage similar to past years’.

· After round one, 24 skaters and 4 goaltenders will remain in the A1 pool

· This will be comprised of the top 12 forwards and 8 defensemen, plus 4 additional players agreed upon by the evaluation committee (based on their rankings and the separation of players on forward and defense)

· The competitive director for the division must sign off all releases.

· The division coordinator will communicate all releases to families by Monday, August 30th.

A1 Pool, Round 2 (Aug 31- Sept 1)

· 24 skaters and 4 goalies begin this round

· This round will consist of a scrimmage on Tuesday and a scrimmage on Wednesday.

· All releases will be made by the A1 Head Coach, and signed off by the competitive director, and an executive member (VP, Head Coach, Rep Director) or Craig Sherbaty.

· Evaluations from prior rounds must be available for evaluating the coaches’ releases and debating any decisions.

· 4 Skaters and 1 goalie will be released after this round, no later than Thursday September 2nd.

· After round two the A1 team will be left with 20 skaters (12 forwards, 8 defensemen) and 3 goaltenders.

A2/A3 Pool, Round 1 (Sept 4-5)
· A2 and A3 head coaches will be ratified by the beginning of this process, whenever possible.

· Evaluations will be done by both the A2 and the A3 coaches and a minimum of two independent evaluators.

· Players released after round 1 of the A1 pool will join round 1 of the A2/A3 pool.

· All skaters will be guaranteed 4 ice times.

· There will be two ice times for each player on Saturday, and two on Sunday 

· The first ice time on each day will be skills and drills designed by Craig Sherbaty

· The second ice time on each day will be a scrimmage similar to past years’.

· After the releases are made, 26 skaters and 3 goaltenders will remain from round 1 of the A2/A3 pool and be joined by the 4 skaters and 1 goaltender released in round 2 of the A1 pool.

· There will be a total of 30 skaters and 4 goaltenders left at this stage of the A2/A3 pool.

· The competitive director for the division must sign off on all releases.

· The division coordinator will communicate all releases to families by the Monday, September 6th.

A2/A3 Pool, Round 2 (Sept 7-9)

· The A2 and A3 coaches will have primary responsibility for player selection at this stage of the process.

· This round will be comprised of two ice times run by the A2 and A3 coaches.

· This round can consist of a mix of skills sessions and scrimmages as decided by the coaches.

· At the end of this round the A2 coach will select his or her top 15 skaters (9 forwards and 6 defensemen) and 2 goaltenders out of this pool of players.  This group will comprise the A2 team at this stage.

· The remaining 15 skaters and 2 goaltenders will comprise the A3 team at this stage.

Team Practices and Final Rosters (Round 3)

· The A1 team (20 skaters and 3 goaltenders) will practice and play exhibition games as a team after round 2 of the A1 pool (from September 2nd).

· The A1 coach must attempt make its final 5 releases (3 forwards and 2 defensemen) within 1 week from the end of A1 round 2 and prior to the evaluation tournament. 

· The A2 and A3 coaches will continue to evaluate their players after forming their teams in round 2 of the A2/A3 pool, identifying their bottom 3 forwards and 2 defensemen. The final 5 players (3 forwards and 2 defensemen) and 1 goaltender released from the A1 team will join the A2 team for the evaluation tournament.  It will be up to the coach of the A2 team to decide who plays during this tournament, but we recommend resting those players ranked near the top of their team if the roster is unmanageable.  The A3 team will enter the tournament with 15 skaters at 2 goaltenders.
· Final releases for the A2 team (3 forwards, 2 defensemen, and 1 goaltender) should be made no later than Monday, September 13th.
· The A3 team will receive the final 5 releases from the A2 team and practice, scrimmage, and play exhibition games as a team for the next week.  Final releases for the A3 team should be made no later than Monday, September 20th.
· All releases at this stage will be made by the teams’ head coaches, and signed off by the competitive director, and an executive member (VP, Head Coach, Rep Director, Division coordinator) or Craig Sherbaty.

· Evaluations from prior rounds must be available for evaluating the coaches’ releases and debating any decisions.

Midget Tryouts

A1 Pool, Round 1 (Sept 4-6)

· A1 head coaches will all be ratified before the process begins

· Evaluations will be done by the A1 coach and 3 independent evaluators

· All skaters will be guaranteed 3 ice times

· There will be one ice time for each player on Saturday, one on Sunday, and one on Monday. 

· The ice time on Saturday will be skills and drills designed by Craig Sherbaty

· The ice times on Sunday and Monday will a scrimmages similar to past years’.

· After round one, 24 skaters and 4 goaltenders will remain in the A1 pool

· This will be comprised of the top 12 forwards and 8 defensemen, plus 4 additional players agreed upon by the evaluation committee (based on their rankings and the separation of players on forward and defense)

· The competitive director for the division must sign off on all releases.

· The division coordinator will communicate all releases to families by Monday night, September 6th.

A1 Pool, Round 2 (Sept 7 - Sept 8)

· 24 skaters and 4 goalies begin this round

· This round will consist of a scrimmage on Tuesday and a scrimmage on Wednesday.

· All releases will be made by the A1 Head Coach, and signed off by the competitive director, and an executive member (VP, Head Coach, Rep Director) or Craig Sherbaty.

· Evaluations from prior rounds must be available for evaluating the coaches’ releases and debating any decisions.

· 4 Skaters and 1 goalie will be released after this round, no later than Thursday September 9th.

· After round two the A1 team will be left with 20 skaters (12 forwards, 8 defensemen) and 3 goaltenders.

A2/A3 Pool, Round 1 (Sept 7-9)
· A2 and A3 head coaches will be ratified by the beginning of this process, whenever possible.

· Evaluations will be done by both the A2 and the A3 coaches and a minimum of two independent evaluators.

· Players released after round 1 of the A1 pool will join round 1 of the A2/A3 pool.

· All skaters will be guaranteed 3 ice times.

· There will be one ice time for each player on Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday.

· The ice time on Tuesday will be skills and drills designed by Craig Sherbaty

· The ice times on Wednesday and Thursday will be scrimmages similar to past years’.

· After the releases are made 26 skaters and 3 goaltenders will remain from round 1 of the A2/A3 pool and be joined by the 4 skaters released in round 2 of the A1 pool.

· There will be a total of 30 skaters and 4 goaltenders left at this stage of the A2/A3 pool, and they will be divided into the A2 and A3 teams.

· The top 11 ranked skaters and 1 goaltender from A2/A3 round 1 will be joined by the 4 skaters and 1 goaltender released from round 2 of the A1 pool for a total of 9 forwards, 6 defensemen, and 2 goaltenders.

· The bottom 15 ranked skaters (9 forwards and 6 defensemen) and 2 goaltenders remaining from round 1 of the A2/A3 pool will comprise the A3 team. 

· The competitive director for the division must sign off on all releases.

· The division coordinator will communicate all releases to families by the Friday, September 10th in the morning.

Team Practices and Final Rosters (Round 3)

· The A1 team (20 skaters and 3 goaltenders) will practice and play exhibition games as a team after round 2 of the A1 pool (from September 6th).

· The A1 team must make their final 5 releases (3 forwards and 2 defensemen) after the evaluation tournament.

· The A2 and A3 teams will practice individually after A2/A3 round 1.

· The A2 and A3 head coaches will rank their players before and during the evaluation tournament and identify their releases (5 players and 1 goaltender) from their respective teams during the first weekend in their teams.

· Once the final A1 releases occur, those 5 skaters and 1 goaltender will be added to the A2 roster.

· Once the A2 team receives the 5 players and 1 goaltender from the A1 team, the A2 team will make its final releases (3 forwards, 2 defensemen, and 1 goaltender).

· Once the A3 team receives the 5 players and 1 goaltender from the A2 team, the A3 team will make its final releases (3 forwards 2 defensemen, and 1 goaltender).
· Final releases for A2 and A3 should occur no later than the Monday, September 20th.
· All releases at this stage will be made by the respective head coaches, and signed off by the competitive director, and an executive member (VP, Head Coach, Rep Director, Division Coordinator) or Craig Sherbaty.

· Evaluations from prior rounds must be available for evaluating the coaches’ releases and debating any decisions.

Evaluation Tournament
· This tournament is intended to finalize the rosters of all rep teams.

· Most, if not all, A2 and A3 teams and the Midget A1 team will enter the tournament with players that will not be on their final roster.

· The A1 teams in Atom, Peewee, and Bantam are encouraged to make their final roster decisions before the tournament, but may take extra players into the tournament if agreed to by the competitive director and an executive member (VP, Head Coach, Rep Director, division coordinator) or Craig Sherbaty.

Affiliate Draft

· All rep teams are strongly encouraged to participate in the affiliate draft and carry the maximum number of affiliates at all times.

· All rep teams are encouraged to utilize their affiliates in practices and games where feasible due to injuries and absences and when it does not impact the player’s own team.

· A1 teams should select affiliates from the A2 team.

· A2 teams should select affiliates from the A3 team.

· A3 teams should select affiliates from the C division.

 Volunteers During Tryouts 

· Every family is expected to volunteer at least once during the rep tryout process

· A tryout session will not start until all volunteer positions are filled.

· We will only ask volunteers to participate once.

· If no new volunteers step up to fill vacant positions, a tryout session will not start.
