Rep Tryout Information [Atom, Peewee, Bantam, Midget]

Deadline to tryout is July 1st – 2010

Playing REP HOCKEY requires a much larger COMMITMENT OF TIME AND MONEY than playing recreational hockey. You can expect to be on the ice for a MINIMUM of FOUR TIMES PER WEEK. Rep fees will be required from ALL REP PLAYERS by November 15th 2010. These fees will be collected by the team at the time of carding but may be post dated to the team for Nov 15th 2010. In addition each REP TEAM must pay an additional fee per season for their second weekly slot of practice ice. Most teams assess a monthly fee to cover expenses for the extra ice, referees, exhibition games, Tournaments, jackets etc.
LMHA Rep Tryouts 2010   [Important Information]
This year LMHA will again continue the separation of the Rep A and B tryouts for Atom / Peewee / Bantam/ Midget in an effort to make it a SAFER environment for all players to showcase their skills. In past years injuries have been on the increase as players have been mixed in a wide variety of ability, size, and strength, especially in Midget were there is a 3-year age difference. It has also been indicated to the executive that not all players wish to play REP A hockey but would like to challenge for a spot in REP B without going through the formality of the A Pool.This years tryouts will attempt to tighten the scale of skill in each category making the process more valid, safer and efficient. Please take time with your son / daughter to discuss which category best suits the skill level of your young athlete.

A Pool AAA Tryout’s [A1 Team] [Fee $140.00] Atom / Peewee / Bantam / Midget
Players trying out for the AAA Team should come to the tryouts in excellent shape, as this pool of players will be of the highest caliber and will compete in a very fast and hard hitting environment [no contact in Atom] over a short period of time. Players will have 3 or 4 scrimmages and then be evaluated and moved to either round #2 of A Pool for another 3 scrimmages or released to the B pool were they will be guaranteed another 3 or 4 scrimmages. Players making the AAA team will have the responsibility of making a full commitment to their team, as it should be their sport of choice.
IMPORTANT:  Trying out for the AAA Team [A pool] does not guarantee any player a position on the A2 / A3 team [B pool].

B Pool Tryout’s [A2 / A3 Teams] [Fee $90.00] Atom / Peewee / Bantam / Midget
Player’s trying out for Rep B hockey should show up in the best shape possible and be ready to play in a very competitive environment. Players will be guaranteed a minimum of 3 or 4 scrimmages and then be evaluated and either moved to round # 2 of the B pool or released to the C Level.

All players will be notified by email no later than August 20th about their tryout schedule.
